Competitors at Record Status tournaments may be liable to drug testing, a refusal being 
deemed a positive result. Juniors must obtain their parents agreement to testing by signing the 
application form. 

Users of wheelchairs, stools, and sighting aids (visually impaired archers) please add a note as 
to whether you stay on the line or leave during the alternate detail. Any other requirements, 
please contact organiser with details.
